The first 15-19 junior
woman was Ellie Heenan in 37m23s, the first 20-39 senior woman was Kate Townsley in
38m34s and the first 40-54 vet woman was Fiona MacDonald in 41m04s. The first male
on the short course was under 15 junior man Matt Douglas in 28m40s. The first of the
six long course teams was Dam Dobbs and Alex Roberts in the 26m50s with Jaymie
King and Katie Davis the first of two short course teams in 27m12s.

Peter Sutton picked up the pair of shoes spot prize with the Mike Teddy and Aisling
Bowden winning the other two Smiths sports shoes spotties.

Next Monday’s Duathlon (30" Nov) is back to the road Duathlon starting from outside the
Squash Club on AC Baths Ave. Anyone is welcome to compete which is free for club
members and $5 for others. The club insists that all cyclists have a reliable and safe
bike (complete with helmet) and young competitors must be bike competent and
compete with the approval of their parents.
